TERMS OF SALE

Buyer

The buyer is the person making the final and highest bid. In
the event of a disputed bid, the auctioneer shall determine
the successful bidder, or the auctioneer may resell the lot in
dispute. In all instances the judgment of the auctioneer shall
be final.

Sales Tax

A 6% Kentucky Sales Tax applies to all retail purchases,
Buyer’s Premiums, and shipping. Kentucky Sales Tax
exemption forms must be executed and filed with the
auction clerk at the time of the auction registration.

Withdrawal of Lots
The auctioneer reserves the right to withdraw any lot before
or at the time of the sale.

Credit, Methods of Payment

Cash, MasterCard, Visa, or Discover, certified or traveler’s
checks, bank letters of credit, good local checks from
known persons are acceptable methods of payment. If we
know you, your credit, and your credit only, can be estab-
lished. Please check with the sales clerk. No company or
personal references are accepted. We appreciate credit ar-
rangements being made in advance of the auction date.

Bidding

Lots will be sold in the order in which they appear in the
catalog. The normal bidding increments are as follows:

Up to $200 Bids will increase in $10 increments

$200 - $500 Bids will increase in $25 increments

$500 - $1,000 Bids will increase in $50 increments
$1,000 - $5,000 Bids will increase in $100 increments
$5,000 up Bids will increase in $250 increments

The auctioneer reserves the right to vary the increments.
The final bid is the price at which the lot is knocked down
to the buyer.

This final bid is, in all cases, subject to a premium, desig-
nated as a charitable contribution to the Museum Center.
See Buyer’s Premium

If the final purchase price is not paid in full at the end of the
sale, the auctioneer may cancel the sale, with any partial
payment already made thereupon forfeited as liquidated
damages, or, the auctioneer may resell the lot without notice
to the buyer.

Buyer’s Premium or Charitable Contribution

The Museum Center adds a premium to the final bid
(“hammer” price) on all lots as a tax-deductible charitable
contribution to the Museum, 15% on sales of $1-$1,000,
12% on sales of $1,001-$4,000 and 10% on sales of $4,001
and above. The Museum Center is the operating entity of
the Maysville and Mason County Library, Historical & Sci-
entific Association, an IRS-designated 501 (c) (3) tax-
exempt charitable institution. If a contribution amounts to
$250 or more, the Museum will acknowledge it with an
appropriate tax letter. See Bidding, above.

The purchase price is the total of the “hammer price” and
the 10, 12 or 15% (see Buyer’s Premium) charitable con-
tribution premium. The “hammer price” is subject to the
6% Kentucky Sales Tax unless a satisfactory Kentucky
Sales Tax Exemption form is presented prior to the auction.

Reserves and Selling Price Ranges

Some lots have a reserve price below which they will not be
sold. The reserve price is not published in the catalog.
Where there is a reserve price, an estimated selling price
range (i.e., $300-$475) is printed for each lot in the auction
catalog and merely reflects the price range in which a lot
might sell. In no case is the reserve price higher than the
lower amount of the estimated selling price range. In the
example above, the reserve price will not exceed $300.00.

Removal of items

Buyers or consignors must remove all lots not later than
one hour following the end of the sale. Lots will be released
to buyers upon presentation of proof of payment.

Guarantee and Condition of Goods Sold

A sale is between the buyer and the seller, who is solely
responsible for an item’s condition. The museum bears no
responsibility for condition. All lots in the catalog are sold
as presented.

Adyvice to Bidders - Admission

All lots on hand will be available for viewing at the Mays-
ville Country Club, Maysville, KY, at the Preview Party,
Friday evening, March 5th beginning at 5:30 p.m., auction
to begin at 7:30 p.m.

Admission to the Friday Preview Party is $60.00 per per-
son. Reservations can be confirmed only with payment. The
price includes admission to the preview party, dinner, bid-
der registration, and a $15.00 tax-deductible contribution to
the Museum Center. Admission is limited to room capac-

ity.

For those who cannot attend the party, admission to the
auction at 7:30 p.m. is free; bidder registration is $10.00.
